DISCIPLINE POLICY FOR RULE VIOLATION
1st Offense – Verbal warning in class

Rationale: Students are forgetful and most behavior problems like talking or putting on goggles require a reminder.

2nd Offense – Before/after school detention in my classroom

3rd Offense – Referral to assistant principal & phone call to parent/guardian

· Steps may be skipped depending upon the severity of the offense.  In addition, broken school rules will follow school consequences.

CELL PHONE/ELECTRONIC DEVICES

Any student that is caught with a cell phone or electronic device that is heard, seen out, or being used in the classroom without permission will be asked to turn it over to Mrs. Sills. Students will then be given a referral form and the cell phone/electronic device will be given to the front office. Parents may pick up said cell phone/electronic device from the office
INTEGRITY
There is a zero tolerance for cheating policy.  You are considered to be cheating if you possess someone else’s work (ie. lab notebook, homework, laboratory, test, or quiz ) at any time, copy anyone else’s homework, look at another student’s answers, have in your possession the work from a student who previously took this course, or reveal your answer to others during a test. It is also cheating if you and your lab partner have identical answers on an assignment!

First offense - Zero on the assignment and referral

Second offense - Zero on the assignment, two days of ISS, and referral

Third offense - Zero on the assignment, loss of credit for the class, and referral
